We are pleased to confirm all your team's arrangements for your tour to Europe. Please discuss and/or
share the contents of this with all your participants. This is very important and all of your participants
should understand its contents.

Accommodation, meals and sport:

April 6-13, 2020 - Barcelona Area, Spain

Teams: One 2005 Boys team — Category B2.
Sport program: Mediterranean International Cup.
Accommodation: 3-star hotel in Roses, Spain in the Costa Brava region of Spain. The hotel is

within short walking distance of the beach and only 2 kilometers from the
center of Roses. All rooms include private bathroom, satellite TV, phone, air-
conditioning, balconies in some rooms and minibar. The hotel has a restaurant,
a gym, an outdoor pool and free Wi-Fi. We are currently holding 5 twins, 2
triple rooms and 2 quads.

Meals: Daily breakfast, lunch, and dinner is included.
First meal: Dinner, Tuesday April 7, 2020
Last meal: Breakfast, Sunday April 13, 2020
All meals will be served in the hotel.
Wi-Fi costs: Free of charge

Accomm. Address:  Will be reported around late February of 2020.

The above mentioned accommodations may require a cash damage/security deposit in local currency
(approx. $ 100.00-$400.00) from the group upon arrival and check in, so please be prepared for this.
This deposit is refundable upon check out provided there is no damage to the accommodation/rooms.
Please notice that drinks (such as bottled water, sodas) during the meals are not included. We have
requested that our groups be served with tap water on the table, however, in some countries this might
not be offered. For breakfast tea and coffee is included and in most cases milk & juice.

Guide services:
A representative (tour manager) will be with your group throughout your stay. This person is the main
contact between your group and Premier International Tours and the tournament. If problems arise
please discuss these with the tour manager first before you call our offices since they are on the ground
and more able to resolve issues at the destinations.

e Mediate in case of damages or conflicts with/to accommodation, busses, etc. Make sure to make
a report of this.

e Support the group in case of visit police station (theft) and/or hospital.
It is very important that the group leader sits down with the guide upon arrival and discusses the daily
program and sightseeing activities planned. Then, during the trip the group leader should also discuss
each day with the guide the program for the next day in case of any last-minute changes so the guide
can communicate any changes to other parties (hotel staff for meals, tournament staff, bus driver,
etc.)
Please note that it is customary to tip the guide at the end of the trip if the guide has done a good job.
We recommend collecting approx. $10.00-$20.00 per person (local currency) for each guide for the
trip.

Ground transportation:
Airport transfers and tournament shuttle transportation (transfers to and from games) are included in
your tour. We have also included a private bus exclusively for your group for 2 days during your stay
for sightseeing in Barcelona. You have a maximum of 700 kilometers available per bus (350 kilometers
per day). The motor coach can only be used for excursions/sightseeing. The following restrictions have
been set by the European transportation departments:
e The bus driver can drive a maximum of 9 hours per day and can be on duty for 11 hours (so 2
hours wait/rest time during a day).
e FEach day the bus driver must have an 11 hours rest period between his transportation duties.
e During transfers every 4 hours the driver must make a 45-minute required rest stop.
It is also customary to tip the bus driver if you have a private bus throughout the trip and the same
bus driver throughout the trip. We recommend approx. $5.00-$10.00 per person for this.

Air transportation/flights:

Arrival: Tuesday, April 7 — 7.15pm - Barcelona airport

Monday - April 13, 2020

Departure: 11.45am - Flight LH 1811 from Barcelona to Munich

Arrival: Monday, April 13 - 1.45pm —Munich airport

Departure: Monday, April 13 - 4.20pm - Flight LH 458 from Munich to San Francisco
Arrival: Monday, April 13 - 6.55pm - San Francisco airport

Seat assignments:

Group seats will be assigned at the time of ticketing; no specific seat requests are permitted. All seat
requests or changes must be done at the airport upon check-in, all seats are a first come first serve
basis. The airline will block with group in seats next to one another if available. Swiss Air will assign
seats at the time of ticketing. Passengers can access their reservation using their PNR/Record Locater
and last name online at the airlines website (Swiss) to change their seating assignments.

Check in:
Passengers can check in for their flight online 24 hours prior to their departure.

Airline Tickets:

Airline tickets will be forwarded to the group leader approx. 2-3 weeks prior to departure after the final
names have been supplied to us by the group leader and we have received full payment from all
travelers. When airline tickets are sent we will also include instructions on how, when and where the
group passengers can check in and how to make flight changes while traveling if necessary.

Groups will check in at the airport, allow for 3 hours prior to departure.
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Information for flights in case of flight changes or cancellations:

Please note that your group is booked through the group departments of airlines under group fare
guidelines and conditions. Many times, we must go through the group department of the airline to
change flights for the group or individual passengers, etc. Therefore, please follow these guidelines with
any flight cancellations or changes during the trip.

e In case of any flight delays that will result in missing a connection or any flights that are
cancelled, always first work with an airline representative at the airport to fix the issue and get
the group on other flights.

e If any individuals want to change flights (dates only, routing changes not permitted), then
individuals should contact the airline first to see if the change can be made. If the change cannot
be made by the airline, contact us and we will contact the airline group department and attempt
to make the change. Please note that the group departments of airlines are closed on the
weekends, so we have some limitations.

e CAMP NOU, SAGRADA FAMILIA

1) CAMP NOU

Price: Included for your group

Visit the Home of Barcelona FC: the away team changing room, the players' tunnel, the dugouts, the press
room, commentators box, and of course, the Museum. The Museum is the most modern football museum
thanks to its interactive wall spaces, large scale audiovisual displays, and an extensive display of objects to
explain the history of FC Barcelona and understand the values that make Barca "més que un club" - " more
than a club".

2) SAGRADA FAMILIA

Price: Included for your group — Does not include towers

The unfinished Cathedral by Gaudi, the expiatory church of La Sagrada Familia, is a work on a grand scale
which began on March 19, 1882 from a project by the diocesan architect, Francisco de Paula del Villar (1828-
1901). At the end of 1883 Gaudi was commissioned to carry on the work, a task which he did not abandon
until his death in 1926. Since then different architects have continued the work after his original idea.
Important note: Once your group decides to pre-book this excursion, we do require an official letter from
your club, school or university. Please feel free to ask a sample letter from us. Secondly, we cannot guarantee
that we will be able to get admission tickets for this site.

3) MONTSERRAT MOUNTAINS

Price: Rack Railway Return Prices: Adult $15.00 (Under 13s $9.00), Santa Cova Funicular Return Prices: Adult
$13.00 (Child $4.00) and Sant Joan Funicular Return Prices: Adult $8.00 (Child $8.00). Pre-booking is not
available. Montserrat is a multi-peaked mountain located near the city of Barcelona. It is well known as the
site of the Benedictine abbey, Santa Maria de Montserrat, which hosts the Virgin of Montserrat sanctuary and
which is identified by some with the location of the Holy Grail in Arthurian myth. The mountain is composed of
strikingly pink conglomerate, a form of sedimentary rock, and Montserrat is Spain's first National Park.

4) MAGIC FOUNTAIN

Prices: Free

The Magic Fountain of is a fountain located at the head of Avenida Maria Cristina in the Montjuic neighborhood
of Barcelona. The fountain is situated below the Palau Nacional on the Montjuic hill and near the Placa
d'Espanya. The fountain, like most of the surrounding developments, was constructed for the 1929 Barcelona
International Exposition.

5) CASTELL DE MONTJUIC

Prices: Included for your group

Barcelona's Montjuic is a broad shallow hill to the southwest of the city center. The eastern side of the hill is
almost a sheer cliff, giving it a commanding view over the city's harbor immediately below. The top of the hill
was the site of several fortifications, the latest of which the Castle of Montjuic remains today. The fortress
largely dates from the 17th century, with 18th-century additions. It served as a prison, often holding political
prisoners, until the time of General Franco. The castle was also the site of numerous executions. On different
occasions during the Spanish Civil War, both Nationalists and Republicans were executed there, each at the
time when the site was held by their opponents. The Catalan nationalist leader Lluis Companys i Jover was
also executed there in 1940, having been extradited to the Franco government by the Nazis.

6) LA RAMBLA & BOQUERIA MARKET

Prices: Free

This busy street is just for pedestrians and is lined with outdoor markets, shops, restaurants, and cafes. La
Boqueria is a large public market in the Ciutat Vella district of Barcelona, and one of the city's foremost tourist
landmarks, with an entrance from La Rambla, not far from the Liceu, Barcelona's opera house. The market
has a very diverse selection of goods.
